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The role of occlusal trauma in the initiation and progression of periodontitis
remains a controversial subject in periodontology.
Occlusal trauma does not initiate periodontitis, and there is weak evidence that it

The goals of the treatment of occlusal traumatism may be described as:
elimination or reduction of tooth mobility; establishment or maintenance of a
stable and reproducible maximal intercuspal habitual position.
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
